The blood of Jesus
Main text:  Matthew 26:28 ...this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.

Heb12:22-24 :But ye are come unto mount Zion, and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels,  To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect,  And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaks  better things than that of Abel
Introduction:

The blood of Jesus is the foundation of redemption. Jesus Christ died on the cross, shed His blood, (and was then resurrected) as the only acceptable payment for our sins.  1 Peter 1:18-19, “For you know that God paid a ransom to save you from the empty life you inherited from your ancestors. And the ransom he paid was not mere gold or silver. He paid for you with the precious lifeblood of Christ, the sinless, spotless Lamb of God.”
 The Blood of Jesus Christ is absolutely the most precious thing God has offered us 

Let us look at the power of the blood.

To appreciate the significance of Christ's blood, we must understand this Biblical principle that 

 "the life of all flesh is the blood " (Lev. 17:14).

1. Without blood a body cannot live; it is therefore symbolic of life. This explains what Jesus said , "Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you" (John 6:53).
2. Sin results in death (Rom. 6:23) but the blood gives life. The Israelites were expected to pour out blood each time they sinned, to remind them that sin resulted in death. "Almost all things are by the law (of Moses) purged with blood; and without shedding of blood there is no remission of sins - Heb. 9:22 
Because of this, Adam and Eve's covering of themselves with fig leaves was unacceptable; instead, God killed a lamb to provide skins to cover their sin (Gen. 3:7,21). Man’s attempt to cover his own sin is of no effect. It’s only the blood of Jesus that has the power to cleanse us from all sin.  
Abel's sacrifice of animals was accepted rather than Cain's offering of vegetables, because he appreciated this principle that without shedding blood there could be no forgiveness and acceptable approach to God (Gen. 4:3-5)

Pleading the blood of Jesus

What does it mean to plead the blood of Jesus?

Pleading the blood of Jesus simply means applying the blood to our life and circumstances just like the Israelites applied it to their door posts and were protected from the destroyer. 
Ex12:23:24 Then Moses called for all the elders of Israel, and said unto them, Draw out and take you a lamb according to your families, and kill the Passover.   And ye shall take a bunch of hyssop, and dip it in the blood that is in the bason, and strike the lintel and the two side posts with the blood that is in the bason; and none of you shall go out at the door of his house until the morning.  For the Lord will pass through to smite the Egyptians; and when he seeth the blood upon the lintel, and on the two side posts, the Lord will pass over the door, and will not suffer the destroyer to come in unto your houses to smite you.24 And ye shall observe this thing for an ordinance to thee and to thy sons for ever
Pleading the blood is simply the taking hold of the authority and power available to us by the death and resurrection of Jesus. 
How do we plead the blood of Jesus?
Revelation 12:11 They overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony; they did not love their lives so much as to shrink from death. (NIV)


Jesus has shed His blood and made it available for every believer to use. Our mouths play the same role as the bunch of hyssop the Israelites used. We are to use our mouths to apply the blood. Knowing about the blood is not sufficient, speaking about the power of the blood is also necessary.
Speaking with our mouths is important in enforcing our victory (Romans 10:10).

We plead the blood by confessing the salvation and deliverance the blood has brought us.

Let's use a simple illustration to drive home this point. Imagine the world as a big courtroom and God is the Judge sitting on the throne (Hebrews 12:23).
Jesus is your advocate, standing beside you to argue your case (1John 2:1) He reminds the Judge that He died and shed His blood for you.

The devil, Satan, is your accuser bringing charges and even attacks against you (Revelation 12:10) When an accusation is brought against a person in a law court the defendant, if innocent, can greatly increase His or her chances of being acquitted by producing a reliable witness.

Here lies the power of pleading the blood. Although we were not physically present when Jesus died, His shed blood bears witness to the fact that He died, rose again and defeated the powers of darkness (Colossians 2: 15). All witnesses need to speak. Remember the blood is living and speaks (Hebrews 12: 24). When we actively plead (speak out) the blood into the negative circumstances and attacks satan brings against us, we are bringing a powerful witness to speak on our behalf (1 John 5:8). Pleading or speaking the blood causes the blood of Jesus to speak out on our behalf and stops the attacks of satan.  Any time you sense the hosts of darkness coming against you plead the blood of Jesus against. 
Pleading the blood of Jesus is also like washing your body with soap. This is because the bloods cleanses us from sin 

The power of the blood of Jesus

1.  It is the means by which Jesus purchased the church (Acts 20:28) Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood
2. It causes us to dwell in Christ and He in us (John 6:56). He who feeds on My flesh and drinks My blood dwells continually in Me, and I [in like manner dwell continually] in him
3.  It remits sins (Matt. 26:28-amp).  For this is My blood of the new covenant, which [[a]ratifies the agreement and] is being poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins.
4. It cleanses us from all sin (1 John 1:7-KJV). If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.
5.  It gives life to those who consume it (John 6:53-ERV). Jesus said, “Believe me when I say that you must eat the body of the Son of Man, and you must drink his blood. If you don’t do this, you have no real life.
6. It is the means by which Jesus becomes our atonement through faith (Rom. 3:25-ERV). God gave Jesus as a way to forgive people’s sins through their faith in him. God can forgive them because the blood sacrifice of Jesus pays for their sins. God gave Jesus to show that he always does what is right and fair. He was right in the past when he was patient and did not punish people for their sins. And in our own time he still does what is right. God worked all this out in a way that allows him to judge people fairly and still make right any person who has faith in Jesus.
7.  It justifies us and saves us from wrath (Rom. 5:9-KJV). Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him.
8. It redeems us (Eph. 1:7; 1 Pet. 1:18-19; Rev. 5:9-MSG). Worthy! Take the scroll, open its seals. Slain! Paying in blood, you bought men and women, Bought them back from all over the earth, Bought them back for God. Then you made them a Kingdom, Priests for our God, Priest-kings to rule over the earth
9. It brings those who were far away from God near to Him (Eph. 2:13-ERV). Yes, at one time you were far away from God, but now in Christ Jesus, you are brought near to him. You are brought near to God through the blood sacrifice of Christ
10. It brings peace and reconciliation to God (Col. 1:20). And through him, God was happy to bring all things back to himself again— things on earth and things in heaven. God made peace by using the blood sacrifice of his Son on the cross.
11. It has obtained eternal redemption for us (Heb. 9:12-ERV).Christ entered the Most Holy Place only one time—enough for all time. He entered the Most Holy Place by using his own blood, not the blood of goats or young bulls. He entered there and made us free from sin forever.
12. It cleanses our conscience from dead works to serve the living God (Heb. 9:14). So surely the blood sacrifice of Christ can do much more. Christ offered himself through the eternal Spirit[a] as a perfect sacrifice to God. His blood will make us completely clean from the evil we have done. It will give us clear consciences so that we can worship the living God
13. It is the means by which we enter the most holy place with boldness (Heb. 10:19-MSG). So, friends, we can now—without hesitation—walk right up to God, into “the Holy Place.” Jesus has cleared the way by the blood of his sacrifice, acting as our priest before God. The “curtain” into God’s presence is his body 
14.  It speaks a better word than the blood of Abel (Heb. 12:24, AMP). And to Jesus, the Mediator (Go-between, Agent) of a new covenant, and to the sprinkled blood which speaks [of mercy], a better and nobler and more gracious message than the blood of Abel [which cried out for vengeance].
15.  It sanctifies us (Heb. 13:12-KJV). Therefore Jesus also suffered and died outside the [city’s] gate in order that He might purify and consecrate the people through [the shedding of] His own blood and set them apart as holy [for God]
16. It makes us complete for every good work (Heb. 13:20-21, NKJV/AMP). Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant. Strengthen (complete, perfect) and make you what you ought to be and equip you with everything good that you may carry out His will; [while He Himself] works in you and accomplishes that which is pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ (the Messiah); to Whom be the glory forever and ever (to the ages of the ages). Amen (so be it).
17. It bears witness in the earth along with the Spirit and the water (1 John 5:8, AMP). and there are three witnesses on the earth: the Spirit, the water, and the blood; and these three agree [are in unison; their testimony coincides]
18.  It is the means by which Jesus washes us (Rev. 1:5; 7:14-KJV). And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, and the first begotten of the dead, and the prince of the kings of the earth. Unto him that loved us, and washed us from our sins in his own blood, And I said unto him, Sir, thou knowest. And he said to me, These are they which came out of great tribulation, and have washed their robes, and made them white in the blood of the Lamb
19. It is the means by which we overcome the accuser of the brethren (Rev. 12:11). And they have overcome (conquered) him by means of the blood of the Lamb and by the utterance of their testimony
